Radio Procedures
· Essential to use proper radio etiquette at all times:  Remember that everyone is listening.

· Prior to logging on:

· Turn on radio and ensure it is on the correct channel (Sheriff’s Red Tone)

· Listen to any radio traffic for a few moments

· Ensure there are no marker tones or 10-3 in place

· Do not interrupt any radio traffic

· Think about what you are going to say before keying the mic
· To log on:

· Press and hold the transmit key for the count of 1 before speaking
· Speak clearly and a normal rate

· A normal log on procedure should sound like this:

· You,  “Center, 1 SAR ____ log on.”

· Dispatcher, “1 SAR _____, go ahead.”

· You, “1 SAR _____, in route to the Coastal Station for the rescue call.” Or, if you need to be picked up at a different location….

· You, “1 SAR _____, in route to the Carmel River Bridge for pickup.” 

· No further communication should be necessary unless you are called by dispatch.

·  Codes that you may need to know:  (It is rare that you would need to use these)
· 10-3
  Emergency radio traffic only

· 10-4       I understand and copied the traffic

· 10-8
   I am cleared from the detail

· 10-9
   Repeat, I didn’t understand you

· 10-19
   I am returning to the station

· 10-22     Cancel the last request

· Code 4
   Everything is okay
